The First Attempts at European Political Cooperation

Although the purpose of the establishment of the EC was not to create a superstate with geopolitical and military power, the idea
of the need for a unified expression and organised reaction on international issues was present from the first steps of European
integration. And while the establishment of the ECSC, and later the EEC and the EAEC, was aimed at the peaceful settlement of
problems that had plagued the continent in the past, as well as the coexistence and cooperation of the Member States and their peoples
for common economic benefit, gradually, the increase in trade and interdependencies with other non-EU states have increased the need
for a common language among the Member States for their discussions with international organisations, bodies, states and groups of
states outside the borders of the unifying Europe.

Although the European continent is enjoying a long period of peace in its recent history — largely the result of a successful
integration process — the collapse of the coalition of Central Eastern European states, the continuous enlargements and the consequent
assumption of new obligations, new international economic, technological, political, cultural and environmental challenges, as well as
new threats to security and peace, all accentuate the need to improve the EU’s external relations. Cooperation with third countries and
organisations, organised and coordinated, is therefore needed to promote its legitimate economic and commercial interests at
international level and to maintain peace and security both within and outside the continent.

However, the EU has not made as much progress on a common foreign and security policy as it has on the creation of a single
internal market and a common currency. In order to be able to respond to these demands, it is essential that all Member States
understand the role that the EU must play on the international stage, so that it can act as a single force for stability, cooperation,
understanding and peace.

Obviously, an intergovernmental function combined with federal characteristics was prescribed for the EDC, despite the initial
excessive ambitions of the federalists. However, these functional characteristics of the EDC were causing political fears in France. In
particular, on the Gaullist side there was a fear of loss of sovereignty and military upgrading of Germany, while on the left there were
concerns about possible US manipulation of European defence policy. Moreover, at a time of significant political change in France
following its defeat in Indochina and the death of Joseph Stalin in the Soviet Union, the project of a defence community was considered
by much of the political world in the country to be untimely.

"Wir" und die "Anderen": europiische Selbstverstindigungen

Mit dem kolonialen Projekt verbanden sich auf europdischer Seite auch langlebige Weltsichten und Selbstbeschreibungen.
Die Auffassung, eine zivilisatorische Aufgabe in der Welt zu haben, wurde untermauert mit Représentationen "des Anderen" auf
Volkerschauen und Weltausstellungen, in der Wissensproduktion und in der populdren Kultur. Doch vor allem Literatur und bildende
Kunst der Zwischenkriegszeit setzen dem hegemonialen Blick bereits radikal andere Sichtweisen entgegen.

Als der franzosische Politiker Jules Ferry im Juli 1885 vor der Nationalversammlung in Paris von einem Recht Europas auf
kolonialen Besitz sprach, begriindete er diesen Anspruch mit der "Pflicht der iiberlegenen Rassen, die minderwertigen [Rassen] zu
zivilisieren". Die Formel von der "Zivilisierungsmission”, die auf Ferry zuriickgeht, stellte das Leitmotiv des europdischen
Hochimperialismus dar. In der Gewissheit, anderen "Rassen™ iiberlegen zu sein, diente sie dazu, die Ausdehnung européischer Macht
ideologisch zu rechtfertigen, und zugleich spiegelte sich darin die europdische Selbstsicht wider: Indem sie permanent ihre
Fortschrittlichkeit und Uberlegenheit beschworen, konnten die Menschen in (West-)Europa ein Bewusstsein von Gemeinsamkeit
ausprigen, das sowohl die osteuropdischen und die europdischen Gesellschaften an der siidlichen und siidostlichen Peripherie des
Kontinents ausschloss als auch afrikanische und asiatische Gesellschaften; ja in ihrer "Zivilisiertheit" lag geradezu der Kern einer
(west-)europdischen Identitit.

Die "Zivilisierungsmission" richtete sich jedoch nicht allein nach auen, sondern auch nach innen. Denn die Befiirworter
dieser Idee vertraten die Auffassung, auch die europdischen Gesellschaften selbst diirften nicht auf dem erreichten Stand stehenbleiben,
sondern miissten sich weiterentwickeln, wollten sie nicht der Dekadenz anheimfallen.

Es ist kein Zufall, dass mit Jules Ferry der zentrale Bildungs- und Schulpolitiker der III. Franzosischen Republik die
"Zivilisierungsmission" ausrief. Ferry hatte sich im Inneren die Verdringung der Jesuiten aus den Schulen, den Kampf gegen den
Einfluss der katholischen Kirche und einen geradezu militanten Laizismus auf die Fahnen geschrieben. Schulbildung galt in Frankreich
als Schliissel zur Integration in die Nation, in den Kolonien sollte sie den Weg zur Assimilierung ebnen. Die Durchsetzung der




franzosischen Sprache wurde in den Kolonien zur gleichen Zeit forciert wie in Frankreich selbst, wo die regionalen Dialekte
zuriickgedréangt wurden, um "Franzosen" zu kreieren. Die Vorstellungen dariiber, wie ein "Franzose" zu sein hatte, prigten sich also
auch in einem Beziehungsgeflecht zwischen Frankreich und den Kolonien aus.

The rise of companies in the cyber era and the pursuant shift in national security

National security is a key element in the modern state and in international order, and its standard conceptualisations stress the
ability of the state to protect its infrastructure, core values and way of life. With new dimensions and novel challenges, the cyber realm
changes the very essence of national security.

In the early 2000s, the levels and volume of human activity on the Internet, mainly for commercial and general purposes, started
to exponentially increase. By the end of that decade, the horizontal spread of networks of communications reached a third of the world’s
population. This spread created not just a new way of communication between people but a new domain of human activity with a new
form of human culture. The creation of cyberspace likely marked the beginning of a new era. We refer to this new era as the cyber era,
in which an increasing share of human activity takes place in the cyber domain or is affected by it. We define cyberspace as ° ... systems
and services connected either directly to or indirectly to the Internet, telecommunications, and computer networks’. Critical for us is the
fact that with the ascent of cyber the very meaning of national security changed, alongside many of its characteristics.

State capacity to exercise control and practice sovereignty is now increasingly challenged by international and domestic aspects
of state affairs in both cyberspace and the physical world. Consequently, the scope and scale of national security expands in various
ways, including the need to adapt to permanent development of technology environments, the relocation of security threats, and the
creation of new security areas. A novel man-made technological domain, cyberspace is first among those challenges. As President
Biden noted, in the context of cyber the US °... cannot pretend the world can simply be restored to the way it was 75, 30, or even four
years ago. We cannot just return to the way things were before. In foreign policy and national security, just as in domestic policy, we
have to chart a new course’.

An indication for the increasing and changing scope of national security in the cyber era would be the shifts in the portfolio of the
modern national security adviser. In the era of cyber, topics that fall far beyond the limited understanding of national security as
concerning territorial integrity and military capabilities, would concern the national security adviser, and as such fall within the realm of
national security issues. As early as in 2010, many states, including for example the Netherlands, the UK, and the US, recognised cyber
threats as inherent to their national security, and as a potentially critical threat to their interests. The Director of National Intelligence
ranked cyber threats at the top of the list of worldwide threats to the US, higher even than the proliferation of weapons of mass
destruction. Thus, for example, security breach in the computer network of a major financial institution would, inter alia, undermine
core value of the West and would fall well within the portfolio of the modern national security adviser, whose responsibilities cross
foreign and domestic policy, as well as high-politics and low-politics. Likewise, a cyber-attack on the national health database may be a
strategic threat to the nation and its leaders, if only by the fact that the leaders’ own private information may be revealed and thus
jeopardise their ability to lead the nation in general and certainly through a strategic crisis. How the portfolio of the national security
adviser evolved in the cyber era is but one illustration of how the very concept of national security morphed.

Doch basiert dieses Gefiihl
tatsdchlich auf unwiderlegbaren Fakten oder wurde es vielmehr tiber Jahrzehnte gehegt und gepflegt wie ein Setzling, der mittlerweile
zu einem dicken Baum gewachsen scheint? Die Antwort steht schon in Strategiepapieren, welche der Club of Rome vor einem halben
Jahrhundert ver6ffentlicht hatte. Dieser Klub von Rom wurde 1968 als gemeinniitzige Organisation in Italiens Hauptstadt gegriindet
und ist ein Zusammenschluss von Experten verschiedener Fachbereiche aus mehr als dreilig Léndern.

Damit die Vdolker aber freiwillig auf ihre Souverdnitdt verzichten und eigenstindige Nationalstaaten zugunsten
supranationaler Konstrukte demontiert werden kénnen, muss man die Menschen zuerst davon iiberzeugen — so die Vordenker des Club
of Rome —, dass wir lebensbedrohlichen Herausforderungen gegeniiberstehen, die sich nicht mehr allein auf nationaler Ebene 16sen
lassen, sondern ein weltweit orchestriertes (und folglich kontrolliertes) Vorgehen erzwingen.
